Introduce the Coaches

 

Commitment to Developing Players

· Everyone plays.  We’re committed to developing the players, not winning games. 

- If someone is missing a lot of practice they are not going to develop with the others.

· There’s a great deal to learn, especially early in the season. 

· Participation in practice is key. 

- Coaches watch during games and work on weaknesses at practice.

· Conflicts in Scheduling.  Soccer is just one of the activities these kids are involved in…

Expectations of the Players – 

· Sportsmanship. 

· Respect for opposing players, referees, and coaches. 

· No 1st team / 2nd team.  Abilities MUST be mixed for even playing time and production. 

· POSITIONS.  6 v 6 soccer is intended to be developmental.  Again, DEVELOPMENT requires playing kids out of their more comfortable positions. 

· Everyone plays GOALIE.  I’ll speak with the kids about positions – suggest you (parents) do too. 

 

Expectations of Parents

· Be there.  Be supportive.  Be positive. 

· Please set up on the opposite side of the field. 

· Absolutely NO COACHING from the sideline. (NO “Move to the ball”  “Get in position” “Hustle”  “Pass”  “Hurry”) 

-         Kids don’t hear it.

-         Can be confusing.   

-         Keep comments positive:  “Nice shot!”  “Great hustle!”  “Fantastic D!”  “Nice save!”

-         Applaud all good play.

-         NEVER yell at the referee.

· During the games, coaches will coach, but mostly observe. 

 

Housekeeping

-         Players should bring a ball and a water bottle to practices.

-         Write your player’s name on the ball with permanent marker.

-         Soccer tournament schedules.

-         Take pictures!

-         Cell phone at practice (for emergencies).
